Directions to the campsite: 

The campground is off Fury’s Ferry Road in South Carolina.  

  

Starting at Walgreen's at Fury's Ferry and Evans to lock road, Go out Fury's Ferry Road 15.8 miles .  

  

Make a left onto Gilchrist Ferry.    At Gilchrist , there is a bait and tackle shop and some fuel storage tanks, and 

there is a sign indicating the Trinity On The Hill campground is down this road, as well.    

  

From Gilchrist, drive 0.5 mile, turn left into the campsite property (dirt road).  

  

Go through the gate, to a Y in the road, a trailer is in the Y.  Turn left. Drive approx 0.1 mile to campground. 

There will be signs marking where to set up. 

  

The total drive from Evans to Locks Road is 16.3 miles and from N. Belair, it is 14.3 miles. 

 



 

Packing List for a campout 
 

Camping out can be as simple or as complex as you’d like to make it.  The following are items

Tent (you can find some nice 4 man tents at Sports Authority for around $40) 

Sleeping bags 

Ground cloth/tarp 

pillow 

Air mattress or mattress pad 

Toiletries and towels 

Bottled water (plan on 2 quarts per person per day) 

Flashlights 

Mess kit  (Plastic plates, cups, utensils)  

cooking utensils (spoons, spatulas, knives) 

Cooking pans 

Food for Friday dinner, Saturday and Sunday breakfast, and Saturday lunch 

Portable grill or camp stove 

Rain ponchos 

Extra batteries 

Sunscreen 

Bug repellant 

Clothing 

Folding chair/camp chairs 

Pack t-shirts and uniform shirt for crossover ceremony 

Jackets 

Trash bags 

Paper towels  

Ice chest for your cold items
